
My name is Fr. Rodger Fleming.  I was just ordained a priest 
on May 26, so this is my very first assignment as a priest and it 
is a joy to be here.  I look forward to getting to meet you and to 
know you better. 

 I grew up in St. Charles in a family of ten children, six boys 
and four girls and I am the seventh child.  For those who are 
wondering if the eye doctor, Dr. Robert J. Fleming is my 
father, the answer is yes and Sissy Fleming is my mom.  I went 
to the Academy of the Sacred Heart for grade school and I 

graduated from Duchesne High School in 1985.  If you are trying to do the math right now, I 
am forty years old. 

 I went to several universities including Southeast Missouri State University, University of 
Missouri – St. Louis and then I graduated from Lindenwood in 1993 with a Bachelor of 
Science in Business Administration.  The last job that I had was for Bachrach Clothing, Inc. 
as a corporate investigator, in which I investigated employee theft at all of their stores across 
the nation.  The job required a lot of travel and so I was gone most of the time.  It was during 
that time in my life that a friend of mine Tim Hill was killed in a car accident and my mom 
found out that she had uterine cancer (she’s fine now).  These things made me stop and 
evaluate my life and what was important in life.  I realized that life was so short and that I 
should spend more time with the people that I loved and cared about and that there was 
much more meaning to life than what I was pursuing.  I realized that all of us are going to 
have to stand before God one day and account for our lives, so I resigned from my job and 
went back to school working on a graduate degree at St. Louis University 

 Around this same time in my life, my brother and sister-in-law had invited me to go to a 
Medjugorje Marian Conference in Chicago and it was at this conference that I had a 
conversion experience that would change my life.  I was dating a girl whom I had wanted to 
marry, but it seemed that God had other plans for me.  I felt a calling to the priesthood and 
yet I still loved my girlfriend and wanted to marry her.  After sometime of struggling in the 
discernment of my vocation, I decided to enter the seminary in 2001 to see if God was truly 
calling me to the priesthood. 

 During my time in the seminary I have been assigned to St. Mark’s Parish, for my internship 
year as an Acolyte and then to St. Patrick’s Parish, for my third year of theology, as an 
Acolyte.  I was then assigned to St. Margaret Mary Alacoque Parish, in my fourth year of 
theology, as a transitional deacon and now it is with great joy that I come here to St. Joseph's 
Parish, Cottleville as your priest.  I pray that all of us will grow closer to God each and every 
day of our lives.  May God bless you!

Certified beauty professionals provide tips on makeup, 
skin care, nail care and head coverings. 

 Road to Recovery assists cancer patients and their families with transportation to and from treatment facilities. 

 Reach to Recovery provides one-on-one support and information to those with breast cancer. This support is 
provided by breast cancer survivors. 

 Man to man is a community-based program that provides discussion and education for men facing prostate 
cancer. This support is provided in groups or individually. 

 Several local programs are also available. Wigs, Turbans, Prostheses, which provides items free of charge; 
Camp for Kids with Cancer is for children eight years and younger and their families; Nutritional Supplements 
are available on a first come, first served basis. A physician referral is required; Transportation Assistance; 
Support and Self Help Groups.

THE DEAF MINISTRY  
The Deaf Ministry wants to thank all the priests, ushers, interpreters, members of the parish, and the men and 
women of the Knights of Columbus for helping us continue our Catholic faith. 

The Deaf Ministry is now over 25 parishioners strong with more joining us each year.  The majority of our deaf 
members attended St Joseph Oral School for the deaf, until the 8th grade and then transferred to “regular hearing” 
schools or state schools for the deaf to finish high school. Many did not learn sign language until later in life.  
The sisters of Saint Joseph were very dedicated in teaching the deaf how to speak for themselves in a hearing 
world.  They were also very passionate about passing on the Catholic faith.  Many people came from all over the 
world to attend school at St Joseph School for the Deaf, which was primarily, a residential school.  The students 
and the nuns developed bonds that have continued to grow over time. 

    The Deaf Ministry adds so much to our Sunday celebration of the mass with its enthusiasm and participation.  
The mass is rich in symbolism that is expressed in the directionality and expressions used in sign language. The 
sign for “alleluia” is a combination of “praise” (clapping), “celebrate” (hand circling), “to God” ( open hands 
offering one self to God).  The words “mercy and compassion” are the sign of “feeling” for others.  Many of the 
children in our parish seem to understand many of the signs and participate in the mass more fully when they 
pray with their whole body and mind using sign language.  Many “charismatic”, meaning filled with the Holy 
Spirit, services use many gestures when praying that are instinctually the same as sign language. 

     The Deaf Ministry could use help from any interpreters who are in our parish who would be willing to help 
with the honor of signing the 10:30 Sunday mass for our deaf and hard of hearing brothers and sisters.  If you are 
an interpreter or know of one please contact the parish office so that we can put your skills to use.  If you do not 
know sign language remember your deaf parishioners can read lips and expressions of kindness.  May the Peace 
of Christ be with you and thank you for your openness to all of God’s children.

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SAFE ENVIRONMENT PROGRAM 
ARCHDIOCESE OF ST. LOUIS 

“ The purpose of the Safe Environment Program (SEP) is to create a safe environment for 
our children.” 

Requirements of the Safe Environment Program 

 A. All employees and volunteers who have contact with minors on a ‘regular basis’* must: 
 1. Attend a Protecting God’s Children workshop; 
 2. Commit to the “Code of Ethical Conduct”; 
 3. Complete a Criminal Records check from the Family Care Safety Registry (FCSR). 

 B. All children in any Archdiocesan educational programs are invited and encouraged to 
participate in a “Safe Touch” program.  Safe Touch is an educational, age appropriate program 
that teaches children how to protect themselves from being sexually abused. 

* NOTE: ‘regular basis’ – A situation in which an adult (18 & over) is in a position of working 
or likely to work with/near minors three (3) or more times in a year. 

WHO, WHAT, WHERE, WHEN, HOW  

WHO: The Archdiocesan SEP workshop is an orientation and awareness program recommended 
for ALL  members of the parish family.  This workshop is informational in nature and aids adults 
in the recognition of possible abuse situations. All employees, coaches, and volunteers who work 
with children of St. Joseph parish on a ‘regular basis’ must complete the three (3) step process 
for the Archdiocese of St. Louis Youth Protection program.  Please note the following: 

ONLY PERSONS COMPLETING ALL 3 STEPS ARE COMPLIANT WITH 
THE PRESENT ARCHDIOCESE OF ST. LOUIS REQUIREMENTS. 

WHAT : 

Step 1. Attend a “Protecting God’s Children (PGC)” Seminar. (Notify St. Joseph Parish office 
subsequent to your attendance) 

Step 2. Read/sign, and submit the Archdiocese of St. Louis “Commitment to Code of Ethical 
Conduct” form to the St. Joseph Parish office. 

Step 3. Complete/sign, and submit a “Family Care Safety Registry”** criminal background 
check request form to the St. Joseph Parish office.       **Note: Requires a copy of your 
Social Security Card.  

Contact the parish where you will be attending the PGC to pre-register.   When you sign-in, be 
sure to indicate your home parish – St. Joseph-Cottleville.   

WHERE/WHEN :  Schedules for the Protecting God’s Children workshops vary from parish to 
parish.  Locations, dates, and times around the Archdiocese of St. Louis are posted on the website 
@ www.archstl.org. 

HOW:  Submit information on classes attended, code of ethics forms, and criminal background 
forms to the parish office, Attention–Greg Gross.  To request forms, information, or completed 
cards, call Jeanette Gray @ 441-0055, ext.100 or Greg Gross @ ext. 134.   

END NOTE:  St. Joseph is currently training several PGC workshop facilitators to conduct our 
own ‘on-campus’ programs as seasonal activities dictate.  These individuals will be fully qualified 
by the Archdiocesan SEP office and will be available for the back to school and the Fall athletic 
programs as needs arise.  Please contact the appropriate Parish School, PSR, Athletic, Scouting, 
etc. heads to express your needs.  These heads will contact the Parish Office as noted above to 
schedule the workshops.

M.O.M.S. 
(MINISTRY OF MOTHERS SHARING) 

February 2004 M.O.M.S. began its growth in St. Joseph Parish.  We are mothers of all 
ages with children of all ages who are looking for friendships in our parish community, to 
develop our spiritual lives to aid each other in our roles as moms, and to recognize that 
the Lord is with us in whatever we do for our families, no matter how tiny the act may be. 

We are excited that about 70-80 moms have participated in our 9 week program where there is an opportunity to 
share about various topics of motherhood.  Each weekly session touches on a different topic - grace, self-esteem and 
self-acceptance, stress and worries, everyday spirituality, feelings, personal growth, values in friendships and an 
exploration of their gifts and where they are called to use them.  The sessions include journaling at home, sharing in 
twos and threes, prayer rituals, camaraderie, building community and growing as a mother. 

After the sessions are completed, there is a Continuation Group that is available for further growth along with social 
events with and without the children.  After going through the sessions there is a strong need to continue bonding 
and growing with M.O.M.S. members and that is what Continuation is all about. 

The above input is the mechanics of M.O.M.S. but when the Holy Spirit enters the group gathered in the Lord's 
name, GREAT THINGS HAPPEN!  Comments from some mothers who have given this gift to themselves follow: 

"M.O.M.S. opened my eyes and heart to how vital my role as a mother is and equally how important it is to 
maintain and grow a sense of self and to nurture my spirit." 

"M.O.M.S. helped me realize others are going through the same challenges I am." 

"M.O.M.S. gave me ideas for incorporating more spirituality into my childrens' lives and opened some 
conversations about God, faith, and prayer." 

"M.O.M.S. helped me to communicate better within my marriage." 

Our sessions usually take place two times a year in Winter/Spring and Fall.  Registration forms and dates are 
advertised in the Church Bulletin, Church bulletin boards, word of mouth, and when possible the parish schools.  If 
you would like to talk or ask questions about M.O.M.S., please call Julie Moeller (636)294-0950.
