Program per the USCCB (United States Conference of Catholic Bishops).

Compliance in the Archdiocese of St. Louis includes having the Protecting God’s Children work-
shop, a signed Code of Ethical Conduct and a current background check, which is run every even
year in our Archdiocese.

2012 is a background check year, and we will begin requesting current background checks for
those who are active with children in our parish. If you are no longer serving children in any capac-
ity, please let Lesia Anstead know that you are no longer serving in a ministry with children by call-
ing 636-441-0055 ext 102 or email her at lanstead@charter.net.

If you are still serving children in our parish, we will be requesting a current background check for
you. You will also receive a copy by mail from the Missouri Department of Health and Senior
Services.

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More Than One Half of the
Columbarium Niches Have Been Sold

As of mid-November, 2011, some 181 niches in the
St. Joseph parish cemetery’s Columbarium Wall
have been purchased. A total of 335 niches are
available.

If you are interested in buying a niche, please call
Jeanette Gray in the parish office at 636-441-0055,
extension 100. Jeanette can show you drawings of
the Columbarium and can answer any questions you
might have. At the time of purchase, you can pick
the location of your niche.

The price per niche is $1,500. This price includes
space for up to two urns, the opening and closing of
the niche, and an engraved bronze plaque. (This
price does not include the cost of urns.)

You will have two choices for payment: (1) payment
in full at the time of payment, or (2) a six-month res-
ervation. If you choose the reservation method, pay-
ment in full will be due at the end of the six-month
period. (No installment payments can be accepted.)
A contract for a niche will issued only after $1,500 is
paid.
